Arabic

The Department of Arabic Studies offers courses in Arabic language, literature,
and thought that lead to the B.A. degree in Arabic. Its aim is to educate students
in the rich Arabic cultural heritage.

To qualify for a B.A. in Arabic Studies, a student must complete a minimum of
124 credits of which at least 94 credits ought to be in 200-level courses. These
requirements include the general education requirements of the University and
42 credits of core requirements distributed as follows:
