History

The Department of History offers a program leading to the Bachelor of Arts
(B.A.) This program concentrates on Middle Eastern and European history and
aims at assisting the student to learn how to interpret evidence in order to reach
informed conclusions.

The study of history provides a strong base for careers in law, politics,
diplomacy, international relations, journalism, religion, education, and academic
research.

In addition to the general education requirements, majors in history must
complete a minimum of 36 credit hours in the Department including HIS 230,
235, 238, 240, 241, 243, 244, 285, and 295. ENG 202 is a prerequisite for all
history courses (except HIS 101 and 102) offered to majors in the Department
of History.

Up to 9 credit hours of relevant courses offered in the other departments of the
Faculty of Humanities, as well as certain courses in the Departments of
Economics and Education, may be included in the major upon the approval of
the Department Chair.
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
