Our distinguished guest speaker of this day, Ziad Hayek, is the President
of the Geneva-based World Association of Public-Private Partnership
Units of 61 governments. He is a member of the founding teams of
Earth64 (a Web3 technology company) and of HyperCycle.ai (a network
that connects Al engines to achieve decentralized Artificial General and
Super Intelligence). He is a member of numerous boards. He has been a
Co-Chair of the United Nations Working Party on PPP, and an avid
entrepreneur who co-founded the Talaya Water Company in Lebanon
and other start-ups abroad.

In 2019, Mr. Hayek was nominated for the Presidency of the World
Bank. From 2006 to 2019, he was Secretary General of Lebanon’s High
Council for Privatization, where he worked for four prime ministers and
was a member of several ministerial committees.

Previously, Ziad Hayek had been an investment banker. He was CEO of
Lonbridge Associates, Senior Managing Director of Bear Stearns,
President of Indosuez Mexico, Head of International Securitization at
Citibank, and Vice President at Salomon Brothers. He advised several
Latin American governments on their debt crises, helped return Mexico
and South Africa to the international capital markets, advised global
telecom and technology companies, and led multiple M&A transactions
and equity and fixed-income placements.



Ziad Hayek is a graduate of the University of Texas at Dallas, the
University of Houston, the Tecnologico de Monterrey in Mexico, and
Champville School in Lebanon. He is conversant with 11 languages, and
he is a dear from of our university.
